Minutes of Town Council Meeting

May 19, 2011
Glasgow Public Library

Council Members present: Roger Funkhouser, Mike Turner, Ruby Clark, Boyd Walker, Monica Dock.
Council Members absent: Susan Wood
Also Present were: Town Manager Ryan Spitzer
Mr. Spitzer called the meeting to order at 4:00 PM.

There was a discussion about the Town’s position regarding the Line of Duty Act (LODA).  It was agreed by all to let Rockbridge County take up the costs.  The Town is going to have to advertise to rescind the Ordinance and vote on a plan by July 1, 2011.  There are two choices for the Town when purchasing the premiums for the Police Department, VRS or VML.
There was discussion on the use of the Town’s Park area.  Councilors mentioned that there should be a cost of using the Pavilion.  The price was discussed to be either $20 or $25.  There was also a question on the drainage system at the field.  Mr. Spitzer stated that the ditch along the road needed to be dug out more because of elevation and the Town was waiting to speak with VDOT about doing this.  After the Town speaks with VDOT the drainage pipe will be finished.  Council also wanted to get an updated price on the repaving the track.  
Council discussed the Budget regarding Real Estate Taxes.  It was agreed to advertise the 1 cent increase in taxes.

Mr. Spitzer brought up the issue of Rockbridge County doing away with decals next year.  There was discussion on what the process would be for collecting the money from the County and making sure citizens of Glasgow pay Personal Property Taxes.  Mr. Spitzer stated the Town has a year to ask these questions and come up with a reasonable solution with the County.

Councilor Dock mentioned that fire hydrants on the block around 1st and Pocahontas Streets still need to be checked.  Mr. Spitzer said that the Town will make sure those are checked.

Council discussed Pineland Trailer Park.  Council wanted them to clean up all the mess from the abandoned trailers, no matter what.

Council said they wanted to get started on the tearing down of abandoned houses.  Mr. Spitzer was told to check with Tom Simons about the building on Route 130 and also the two houses on Pocahontas St.

The next meeting is scheduled for August 18t, 2011 at 5:30 pm.

Meeting adjourned at 8:40 PM.
