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Minutes of Town Council Meeting
October 18, 2011

Mayor Sam Blackburn called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Public Comment Period:
There was no Public Comment
Old Business:
There was Councilor Discussion on the lots Mr. Locher wants vacated in order to put in a Conservation Easement.  The Public Hearing was on vacating the roads and alleys that are still present in the affected area.  Mr. Locher requested that Blocks 171, 175, 187 and 189 be vacated.  Block 171 would not fall in the conservation easement, but would be cleared.  Mr. Spitzer asked Mr. Locher if the strip of land along the right side of Blue Ridge Road as you drive east would be left out of the Conservation Easement.  Mr. Locher stated that that was the plan and he would write that into the initial proposal.  Councilor Funkhouser asked if this land was to the left of Blue Ridge Road when traveling east.  Mr. Locher stated yes.  All other land in the vicinity had already been vacated and put in acreage many years ago.  
There was no more discussion.

Motion by Mike Turner and Seconded by Ruby Clark to vacate the alleys and streets as requested by Mr. Locher so he can apply for a conservation easement.

Carried  by unanimous voice vote.
New Business:
Council was presented with a draft Drought Ordinance and Resolution for their consideration.  Mr. Spitzer stated that the Ordinance was the culmination of the work that had been done for the previous three years.  Writing of the plan was facilitated by the Planning District for all localities in the Central Shenandoah Planning District.  Adoption of a Water Supply Plan is a State mandate, which needs to be completed by November 2011.  Mr. Spitzer stated that by being a regional plan each locality still has their own indicators and just because one locality triggers one of the three phases due to decreased water supply the other localities do not have to follow suit.  The only time a locality is mandated to go in to one of the three phases along with other localities is if the Governor of Virginia mandates it.  Mayor Blackburn asked what the Town would use as indicators to see if the Town was in a drought.  Mr. Spitzer stated that the groundwater gauge that the State has in Town will be monitored as well as data put out by NOAA and the State of Virginia.  Councilor Funkhouser questioned about the fees attached for violation of this ordinance.  Mr. Spitzer said they can be changed, but they are for each action and assessed daily.  It was agreed to keep the fees at $100.
There was no more discussion.
Motion by Ruby Clark and Seconded by Monica Dock to adopt the Drought Ordinance as written as well as the Resolution.

Carried by unanimous voice vote.
Meeting adjourned by Mayor Blackburn at 7:20 PM.
