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Minutes of Town Council 
Special Meeting
August 11, 2011

Council Members present: Roger Funkhouser, Mike Turner, Ruby Clark, Boyd Walker, Monica Dock

Council Members absent: Susan Wood, Mayor Sam Blackburn

Also Present were: Town Manager Ryan Spitzer.

Guest Present: Representatives from WW Associates and Engineering Concepts.

The Meeting was called to order at 4:00 PM.

Mr. Spitzer stated the meeting was called to discuss Mr. Fitzgerald’s trailer and Pineland Trailer Park.  The first order of business will be Mr. Fitzgerald’s trailer.

Councilor Turner said he had no problem with the way the trailer looked now. 
 
Councilor Funkhouser stated he thought the roof needed to be attached better, but he thought the trailer looks a lot better.  He also stated this should have been done a long time ago.

Councilor Dock stated she was concerned about the cost of removal.

Councilor Wood wrote that she was concerned about the roof, the skirting around the bottom not being attached well and Council should consider the future and what type of precedence this shows to other citizens in Town.

Councilors also discussed other issues.

Motion by Mike Turner and Seconded by Ruby Clark to allow the trailer to stay on the property as long as the roofing gets attached properly so it does not blow off or become detached.
Carried by unanimous voice vote by those who were present.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilor Walker stated that if Council wants to pursue the house on 7th as a nuisance, then Council should pursue all the abandoned or dilapidated houses in Glasgow.  It was discussed and Council concluded that a master list should be created and presented at the September Council Meeting.  This way the Fire Marshal and Health Inspector can view all the houses at once.

Councilor Funkhouser questioned what has been determined on Pineland Trailer Park and that he has made a partial list of violations.  Mr. Spitzer stated that the Mr. Connor was told to focus on the empty lots first, where the other trailers were taken out and a master list would be presented to the Loughheads in a few days.  Council discussed putting a dumpster at the trailer park to help the residents clean up their property.  Council mentioned providing the dumpster for the initial clean-up and then it would be up to the trailer park owner or renters of certain lots to keep them clean in the future.  Council told Mr. Spitzer to contact Rockbridge County to see if tipping fees for tires or for the trash accumulated in the trailer park could be waived or lowered.
